EYFS Trip – Wednesday 15th April 2026 

Church Farm, Stow Bardolph 

As part of our EYFS learning, we are planning an exciting and immersive trip on Wednesday 15th April 2026 to 

support our topic ‘On the Farm’.  

We will visit Church Farm in Stow Bardolph where the children will spend the day exploring the animals on the farm, 

learning how they look after them and even get the chance to spend some time up close with the rabbits and goats.
